NOTICE TO THE PRECIOUS METALS INDUSTRY:
Any person involved with mining, buying, selling, refining, importing, exporting or working with precious metal under a mining licence, refining licence, jeweller’s permit, recovery works licence, special permit, industrial permit or any other valid precious metal licence/permit, new or old order, must submit the prescribed register or information submission form (as the case may be) to the South Africa Diamond & Precious Metals Regulator, as and when specified in the Precious Metals Act, 2005 and Regulations made under the Act.

In this regard, the Regulator has assumed the functions previously performed by the Gold & Diamond Branch of the SA Police Service, and as such the regular reports you needed to submit to the police now need to be submitted to the Regulator. 

Please note that the registers have been re-designed and you can obtain copies of them at the Regulator or they can be sent to you by post or e-mail.
Should you have any questions or need assistance with the new format of the registers, please contact the Regulator on 011 334 8980 (Kagiso, Mmathabo or Tiny). 
In addition, precious metal producers (mining companies) need to ensure they are registered with the Regulator if they have not done so yet. The applications form for registration with the Regulator has been published in the Government Gazette (No. 30942 of 4 April 2008), and can also be sent to the producer, if requested. 
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
